Growers’ Revenge








With Mudgee vignerons increasingly frustrated by the actions of large wine companies, ‘Growers’ Revenge’ represents an attempt by them to hit back and show their large winemaking masters that the quality of their fruit deserves more attention. For winemaker Tim Stevens the wine represents the best unique qualities of Mudgee reds which have been perfected by several generations of regional winemakers.





The project began with the 2001 vintage when a handful of growers set aside small portions of their vineyards for Abercorn. The parcels were fermented and blended at Abercorn to produce a wine that bettered all-comers at the following years wine show. The revenge was sweet for the growers who now regularly take their wines to large company winemakers to gain more recognition for themselves and the region as a whole.





Vineyards who supply fruit to this blend are Abercorn (Shiraz and Cabernet), Njilla Vineyard (Shiraz), Owlhead Vineyard (Merlot), and Rosby Vineyard (Shiraz and Cabernet).
